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The Executive Director is responsible for the overall programmatic, administrative, scholarly and fiscal leadership of the Kentucky Center for Mathematics. 

The Executive Director will:

· Maintain and develop external connections, collaborations and partnerships at the state and national level. Regionally this includes the Kentucky Council on Postsecondary Education, the Kentucky Department of Education, the Kentucky Board of Education, the Kentucky legislature and Kentucky’s public postsecondary institutions.

· Represent the KCM on the statewide bodies including the Committee for Mathematics Achievement.

· Regularly report to the state legislature and the Kentucky Board of Education on the activities and needs of the KCM.

· Administer and enhance existing programs, plan and implement new programs.

· Seek external funding (grants, federal earmarks, state funds) to support programmatic enhancements.

· Oversee the evaluation of the KCM’s programs.

· Oversee the research agenda, administering the grants offered by the KCM and generally directing its research direction.

· Manage KCM personnel including recruitment, development and evaluation of faculty and staff members.

· Coordinate the dissemination of the outcomes of the KCM’s programs.

· Oversee the KCM’s budget.
For purpose of administrative oversight and support, the Executive Director of the KCM reports to the Dean of the College of Arts and Sciences.
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
