1These expenses may be paid from MAF grant funds if they are paid for other teachers within the district.
2Schools may spend MAF grant funds for pre-screening all primary students.  If schools choose to use Terra Nova for prescreening (and also fulfill KCM required pre-testing for comparison and intervention students at 07 and 08 MAF schools), they should budget $197.28 for 25 test booklets or $108.00 for 10 test booklets and $9.74 per test for scoring.  Although the intent of the MAF grant is to exclusively fund mathematics assessment and instruction, the book prices and scoring are only available from CTB/McGraw Hill as a composite of all subjects.  If schools choose to use a prescreening tool other than Terra Nova, the KCM will provide the test booklets and (less timely) scoring for free.
3Schools must include Centra (online conferencing software) in their budget.  The projected cost for 2008/2009 is $200 for continuing MITs and $250 for new MITs.

4Change in MAF requirements:  Schools may spend a maximum of $5,000 of MAF grant funds for all hardware technology, including no more than 5 computers, video equipment or other technology for the life of the loan. 
5Schools with 3rd year MITs should budget fees for MIT leadership training.
6No MAF food purchases are allowed for any reason.
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
