Last week, the KCM met with consultants from the Burkhardt Consulting Center who are taking on the review of school tracking data, and we are now ready to begin receiving DORs and Fall tracking data from you.  Jennifer Lamb will be monitoring the mitdata mailbox, checking all Fall DORs and data files, and providing feedback if changes are needed.  It is our goal to get everyone up to speed on what is needed at the beginning of the year so that midyear and spring data collection runs smoothly.

MITs sending school tracking data:
A new Test Master spreadsheet has been posted on the Intervention Resources webpage.  An Instructions page has been added as a tab in the Test Master spreadsheet to explain how to format the data and label the file. Your school tracking data should include ALL students in ALL grade levels at your school, not just the grade levels you are serving as an Interventionist.  We need all students, all grades so we can do things like 1) track the student achievement of students who are no longer in intervention and 2) randomly select comparison groups from within the student body.
Remember that the KCM Community fee may be waived for your school next year if you send us your data in the format requested.  Please send your data files to mitdata@nku.edu.

Please mail your Terra Nova tests to the KCM at the address below my signature line.  Remember that this year you are only testing intervention students, not comparison students.
Update on webpage devoted to MAF Requirements:
The design of a separate webpage for MITs to check on progress made towards completion of all MAF Requirements is in the works.   We are reviewing a software package for event tracking and are also investigating whether or not it can be used to track file submissions.
