A few of you have been asking about due dates for your DORs and Fall data files.  Please send those to mitdata@nku.edu by November 30th.  Jenn Lamb has started reviewing your files.  If files are incomplete or labeled differently than what was requested, she will shoot them back to you.  We want to make sure everyone’s clear on this year’s format.  Ultimately, we’d love it if everyone submitting school tracking data could save $200 next year!  

Secondly, a few of you have been unable to view the Screencast.  The same information is included in the Instructions tab of the Test Master spreadsheet, so you should be fine.  To view the movie, you need a flash player.  Bill has posted a link on the Intervention Resources page that you can use to download a flash player onto your computer, if you’d like to do that.

The Instructions tab of the Test Master spreadsheet has been updated to include the following note: 
Please download all data into one sheet; that is, do not separate grades or classes of data into separate tabs within your file.
Most of you sent your data in one sheet last year (which is typical when downloading a raw data file into Excel).  For those of you who may have separated it out, you do not need to do that this year. 

Lastly, if you are a pro at downloading your test data into Excel and want to create a “how to” document for your particular test, this could be part of fulfilling your leadership requirement (for Level 2+ MITs) for this year.  Michael Swihart created a document on how to download MAP data into Excel, which he posted on the forum.  That document has also been posted on the Intervention Resources webpage.
