Dear Parent or Guardian,

Earlier this school year, you signed a media release consent form allowing your child’s mathematics intervention teacher to collect and anonymously share his/her work, photos, and videos with other educators.  We are now asking that you confirm this consent so we can be sure you’re OK with uploading, to a restricted webpage, video of your child’s classroom interactions and mathematical thinking.  

Since the Kentucky Center for Mathematics (KCM) online video library will be secure and restricted, there are no potential risks to your child.  Only KCM leaders with the secret password will be able to view and share the video with other educators.  Your child’s identity will be protected.  File names will not include your child’s name, the name of your child’s school, or the name of your child’s intervention teacher.

Including your child’s video in the library may not have direct benefits for you or your child.  However, including your child’s video in the library will assist mathematics teachers in designing more effective mathematics instruction for your child and others.  Videos will be kept in the restricted online library for an indefinite number of years.

Granting your permission is voluntary.  There are no penalties for not giving consent and you may withdraw your consent at any time without penalty or loss of benefits.

If you agree that videotaped interviews with your child may be included in the Kentucky Center for Mathematics restricted online video library, for an indefinite number of years, and with no expected financial return, please sign your name below and return this form to your child's teacher, XXXXXXXXXXXXXXXX.
